PACKERS AND STOCKYARDS PROGRAM CONFIDENTIALITY STATEMENT
Under Packers and Stockyards Program (P&SP) policy and governing law:
· Confidential Business Information
· Financial Information 
· Trade secrets
· Confidential Information and 
· Personally identifiable information (including a person’s name, address, unique identifying numbers, and other information by which a person may be identified)
will not be disclosed to any third party or entity outside of the Packers and Stockyards Program and the USDA Office of the General Counsel except in limited circumstances, including but not limited to:
1. Written authorization signed by the individual or entity;
2. As required by the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA);
3. Sharing of information between government agencies such as the United States Department of Justice or other agencies with official authorization and as necessary for the enforcement of the law;
4. Pursuant to the order of a court of competent jurisdiction;
5. As necessary to address violations of the law in court or administrative proceedings; and
6. As necessary to protect the health and safety of an individual.
Provisions of P&SP Regulation 201.96, Section 10 of the Federal Trade Commission Act, FOIA, and the Privacy Act of 1974 prohibits P&SP and its employees from disclosing sensitive information learned during the course of their employment without authorization.  Any unauthorized release of protected or sensitive information by P&SP employees subjects them to criminal and civil sanctions.

PROHIBITION AGAINST RETALIATION FOR FILING A COMPLAINT WITH OR PROVIDING INFORMATION TO THE PACKERS AND STOCKYARDS PROGRAM
(Proposed) P&SP Regulation 201.210(a)(2) prohibits any packer, swine contractor, or live poultry dealer from taking any retaliatory action or omission in response to the lawful expression, spoken or written, association, or action of a poultry grower, livestock producer or swine production contract grower.  A lawful expression includes the filing of a complaint with, or providing information to, the Packers and Stockyards Program.
